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paying your rates
Council’s annual rate notices were issued on August 7, 2007 and are due 
for payment on September ��, 2007.

If you have not yet received your notice, please contact the City’s Rates 
Department on 9411 3475 so that a replacement notice can be issued.

You must give notice in writing if you change your mailing address, sell, or 
dispose of any rateable land. Please quote the property number and/or 
property address. If you are intending to pay your rates by instalments, 
your first instalment should have been received by September 11, 2007 
and your second instalment is due by November �3, 2007.

If the instalment options available are not suitable for your 
circumstances, a written application may be made to the Chief Executive 
Officer to enter into an alternative agreement. An administration fee of 
$20.00 will be incurred.

Please note, penalty interest at the rate of ��% will be charged on overdue 
rates and charges. If you hold a pension/concession card or seniors’ card, 
you may be eligible to register for a concession on your rates.

dob in a dumper
Cockburn’s Rangers answer more than 500 call-outs each month for incidents as diverse as littering, illegal off-road 
vehicles to lost pets, dog attacks, cats stuck down drains and the odd wandering sheep.

You’d be hard-pressed to find a job as diverse as that of a Ranger.

The City of Cockburn employs seven rangers, working in shifts from 7am to 7pm, seven days a week. They work across 
the City’s �48 square kilometre area, and most of them know every metre of the City’s 650km length of roads.

Ranger’s Manager Bob Leaver says that of all the things that his Rangers deal with, they hate illegal dumping the most.

“The Henderson Landfill is just down the road, I don’t see why people dump their garbage in the bushland or on vacant 
blocks - it’s disgusting.”

Illegal dumping hot spots presently exist near little Coogee Lake, just off Mayor and Hamilton Roads, Coogee and similar 
development sites. Mr Leaver says that it is difficult to catch offenders. “Cockburn Rangers dealt with over 360 incidents 
of serious littering or dumping last year, and were only able to issue fines to 25 offenders.”

“We can only issue fines if there’s a witness, or if they are dumb enough to leave their name and address with the rubbish.”

Illegal dumping is difficult to prove, however, Council is investigating reward programmes for dobbing in a dumper. So stay tuned

Please note that any junk placed on the verge more than ten days before the area collection is due to commence is 
considered illegally dumped and could result in a fine.

Cockburn businesses 
thinking green
A survey and inspection was 
conducted in June 2006 and 
again in May 2007 to identify the 
most effective ways to improve 
environmental management practices 
amongst light-industrial small and 
medium businesses in Cockburn.

The programme is in collaboration 
between the City of Cockburn, 
the South East Regional Centre for 
Urban Landcare (SERCUL) and the 
State Government.

As part of this programme, the City 
of Cockburn works with businesses 
to adopt environmental measures 
in the workplace, rather than take a 
prosecution approach.

One such business, Fortress 
Manufacturing, in Bibra Lake has 
moved beyond basic compliance with 
standard environmental legislation. 

Fortress manufactures industrial 
components for the mining and 
agricultural industry. Manufacturing 
these components can be a messy 
task, however Fortress owner Paul 
Brown takes every step possible 
to make sure no oil or sludge gets 
into stormwater drains. Utilising an 
innovative evaporation technique, 
waste products are evaporated 
and remaining wastes such as oil 
are contained and recycled for use 
elsewhere in other industries like 
brick yards.

Congratulations to Fortress 
Manufacturing for taking a lead in 
the sustainability of the Cockburn 
business community.
